What makes this idea unique? *

A dedicated community venue to harness new tools and social networks for citizen benefit, technology access and education for all, Creativity Cafe: a multimedia New School and Community Visioning Center will facilitate solutions to community, government and individual agendas.

Mentors and the “Club and Community Collaboration Operating System” (3CoS), help citizens participate in government, satisfy needs and accelerate success. WIFI devices, updated in real time, alert them to news and resources/people in proximity with opportunities for personal advancement and community service/interaction they might have missed.

Web interfaces, mobile device interactions and questionnaires enable patrons to profile needs/goals, offer available resources and identify what’s important to them so club systems can connect them up for success. Before leaving the house, patrons program 3CoS to alert mobile devices if a needed resource or person is nearby. Even shy persons will find connection.

3CoS will harness the talents of creative people, technologists, citizen journalists and multimedia mentors to facilitate understanding news and extracting citizen solutions to local, global and government challenges. Self-selected reporters, producers and director’s choose to input and process news from neighborhood media mavens, publish on the Web and beam reports to “EarthStation screens” and patron devices.

“EarthStation” intra-community events inspire audiences to take action. Mentors assist citizens to benefit from innovation, understand news and new ideas, demystify technology and make informed decisions.

Experiences/programs by community members attract new patrons and win rewards for their intellect and creativity. By collaborating on solutions to community issues, producing and selling videos, podcasts and other edutainments, they spark discussion of current events, government proceedings and intra-community affairs making money that can support nonprofit entities.

Who else would want to use it, and why?

Everyone would use the club for different reasons: to find new business, social contacts, resources for healing, education, personal advancement, having fun, getting work done. Travelers will always have access to people who fit their profiles and find local resources to meet needs. Creative people will have a place to share and profit from services and solutions they offer. Audience members will be inspired to change for the better. Governments and corporations will have a place to test products, find focus groups, extract market research and effect legislation. Consumers will discover new products and shop. Single parents will have a safe place for their kids, or bring them for inspired play while they mix and mingle for business and pleasure. Everyone will have a place to glimpse the future and affect it.

Why are you the best person or organization to develop this project?

I have focused on manifesting this community-gathering place, networking venue/resource center network, with all my heart and passion since 1980.

I have a track record producing over 180 live events, radio and television programs and installations that won awards, sponsors, public and corporate support and birthed a nonprofit focused on building a for profit Creativity Cafe; with over 25 projected profit streams - to speed social change and evolution.

I've attracted volunteers, produced Creativity Cafe core programs and demonstration projects for the community, as well as V.A.R.I.O.U.S. Media Ink; The Visionary Artists Showcase and Networking Event - as successful proofs of concept.

I founded KidCast for Peace; Solutions for a Better World, a videoconference offering students in K12 schools a loud voice for Peace. I pioneered the use of Internet video for education in K12 schools to melt geographic boundaries, cultural differences and remove challenges to global community.

I have worn all the hats of a community leader, fundraiser, manager, producer, computer graphic artist, digital musician, computer consultant, volunteer, press release writer, audio engineer and inspirational speaker; invited to speak my ideas Internationally.

I have produced 6 prototype installations costing hundreds of thousands of dollars at trade shows and conventions. I produced the Arts for Social Change Awards in 1979. I've been gifted with money, technology and corporate support to empower my ideas.

Despite many challenges, loss of time and money invested - thanks to being too soon, I have not given up on the vision. My work brings life and love to people and audience members. I know how creative people using art and technology could benefit humanity. There is nothing I want more than to see Creativity Cafe exist, to liberate creative spirits and bring peace and prosperity to all beings.
